(Including CWS/CMS Dynamic Reports)

TDM CA Database v2.5

Overview:  This form is intended to provide a guideline for summarizing TDM activity during a specified period. The report contains information for three types of events: Entries into care (entries), Placement moves (moves), and Exits from care (exits). You are only required to fill out the sections pertaining to implementation in your county. For example, if your county were only doing TDM meetings for moves, then the columns for entries and exits would be left blank.

Purpose: This report should be a useful tool for TDM and SE teams to jointly discuss their progress and achievements in relation to the Family to Family strategies. The report will also provide a clear way of obtaining numbers for presentations to people within the agency and community. In addition, this report is to be filled out quarterly and submitted to Jana Rickerson at jrickerson@sbcglobal.net and cc’d to TDMSupport@lists.berkeley.edu for compilation with other counties to represent California nationally.

If you are not using TDM CA as developed by staff at UC Berkeley, you are still required to fill in the quarterly report. Other than assisting with interpretation of this report, UCB is not able to provide assistance with reporting for those not using TDM CA or those who have customized TDM CA beyond recommended modifications
.

Organization: Sections of the form are numbered with Roman numerals, I to IV. The rows and columns in each section collect information on attendees, location, and recommendations by different types of TDM meetings. To facilitate completion of the form, rows are numbered consecutively and columns are labeled with letters of the alphabet, enabling the user to refer to a specific cell on the form by section, column, and row designation (e.g. II.F1 refers to Row 1 under Column F in Section II; i.e.,  # of placement move TDM meetings). At the bottom of some cells, the formula for calculating the percentage is provided using the cell designations. In this document, notes in brackets denote the relevant TDM CA database report and field that correspond to a section.

Section I. Implementation

Purpose

In this section, you will use data from your TDM database and CWS/CMS (via the CWS/CMS reports website) to calculate an approximate measure of TDM implementation in your county: an Implementation Index. You will calculate the number of TDM meeting-child events
 as a percent of the number of possible meeting-child events (estimated) in the county for each of three categories: A. Entered Placement
, B. Placement Move, and C. Exit from Placement.  

Actual TDM meeting-child events 

X 100 = Approximate Implementation Index (%)
Possible meeting-child events (estimate)

Beginning with data from the Quarter 4, 2006 extract of CWS/CMS (available online June 2007), new analyses will be produced in a dynamic format on the CWS/CMS website. The seventeen federal outcome measures for the second round of the Children and Family Services Review, along with other measures to support the California CWS Outcomes System, will be available in the next several months. Analyses run on prior data extracts will remain available on the static web pages of the CWS/CMS Reports section of the web site. As not all the reports are yet available in this new format, you will need to use the static website for the Placement Move and Exit from Placement estimates (instructions below).

For details of this approach and an explanation of the limitations and use of these estimates, please see ‘Appendix: Notes re: Implementation Indices’ on p.13. For a condensed version of the instructions for obtaining estimates from the University of California Berkeley (UCB) website, see the document, ‘TDM CA Quarterly: Section I Quick Guide’.

Time Periods

The relevant reports cover calendar or other one-year periods (rolling years). It takes approximately six months for reports to be posted to the UCB website; therefore, a report that covers the period of interest may not be available when you access the site. If this is the case, use the most recent data to develop your estimate. The estimates derived from the CWS/CMS web reports will cover a year, and therefore should be divided by four to determine an estimate of quarterly activity

Calculating Your Estimates

I.1.A. COUNTY TOTAL CW EVENTS (#): Entered Placement

This cell refers to both ‘Imminent Risk of Placement’ and ‘Emergency Placement’ situations. It includes both entries and reentries to care. For your county in a given year, calculate:

 Entries + Reentries

Estimated County Total (Entered Placement) for the year

The Estimated County Total is a count of events, which may (correctly) count the same child more than once. It is an underestimate, because it does not account for those ‘Imminent Risk of Placement’ events that do not result in out-of-home placements.

I.1.B. COUNTY TOTAL CW EVENTS (#): Placement Moves

This cell refers to the number of possible placement moves in the county during the specified time frame. For your county in a given year, calculate:

The Estimated County Total of Placement Moves is a count of events, which may (correctly) count the same child more than once. It is an estimate, because it does not account for those placement moves for which a meeting would not be expected
 (e.g., ‘child ran away’), which inflates the estimate, nor does it account for placement changes that were considered, but not carried out, which deflates the estimate.

For Quarter 3 2004 estimate, divide value for sample year by four: 62,076/4 = 15,519.

Enter 15,519 into cell I.1.B. For the reason discussed above, this is an estimate.

I.1.C. COUNTY TOTAL CW EVENTS: Exited Placement
This cell refers to the number of exits from care during the specified time frame. For your county in a given year, calculate:

(1) Exits

The Estimated County Total of Exits is a count of events, which may (correctly) count the same child more than once. It is an estimate: exits that were considered, but not carried out, are not included, nor are exits from placement episodes of 4 days or less. These two factors deflate the estimate. In addition, it includes exits where a meeting would not be expected (in the ‘Other’ and ‘Other*’ categories), which inflates the estimate.

For Quarter 3 2004 estimate, divide value for sample year by four: 36,370/4 = 9,093.

Enter 9,093 into cell I.1.C. For the reason discussed above, this is an estimate.

Section II. Meetings

Please use the following general guidelines in determining whether the primary reason for TDM Meeting was for ‘Imminent Risk of Placement,’ ‘Emergency Placement,’ ‘Placement Move,’ or ‘Exit from Placement’:

· Imminent Risk of Placement meetings:  This column should encompass the number of all TDM meetings held to make a decision around the initial removal of a child, who is currently not in an agency-determined placement. This category also includes children re-entering the system after a reunification.

· Emergency Placement meetings: This column includes the number of all TDM meetings where the child is already in shelter or county custody after initial removal. This category includes first entry or reentries.

· Placement Move:  This column should include the number of all TDM meetings held to determine whether a child currently in an agency placement should move to another agency-sanctioned placement, excluding those who have just entered care.

· Exit from Placement meetings: This column should include the number of all TDM meetings held to determine whether a child should exit from placement, including reunification, LPT, or adoption.

The percentages in section II are based upon the total number of TDM meetings held, as entered in the cells of row 1. To calculate %, divide by D1 or E1 or F1 or G1 depending on whether you are looking for % of ‘Imminent Risk of Placement’, ‘Emergency Placement’, ‘Placement Move’, or ‘Exit from Placement’.

1) TDM Meeting Total: This number refers to the total number of meetings for each type of meeting, as defined above. [Meeting Attendance Summary or Detail Report: Number of Meetings]

2) Suspected/Confirmed Domestic Violence: This information is not currently available. It will be added to TDM CA v.3.0.

Meetings Attended by at Least One:

The numbers in this section reflect the number of meetings with at least one representative of a particular attendee type present—they do not reflect the number of attendees.

Note: Meeting attendees may vary from descriptions below if your county has customized the meeting attendance section. The attendees should be categorized for the quarterly report as shown on your Meeting Attendance Reports. 

3) Birth Parent: Enter the number of meetings attended by a birth mother or a birth father. [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: Birth Parent #]

4) Adoptive Parent: Enter the number of meetings attended by an adoptive parent. [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: Adoptive Parent #]

5) Other Relative Caregiver:  Enter the number of meetings attended by extended family members who provide care giving to the child in care that attended a TDM meeting. [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: Other Relative Caregiver #]

6) Non-Related Extended Family Member:  Enter the number of meetings attended by a non-related extended family member. [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: Non-Related Extended Family Member #]

7) County Foster Parent:  Enter the number of meetings attended by a county foster parent. (Note that this excludes original placement/removal meetings; it is intended to capture participants at meetings involving children already in care.) [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: County Foster Parent #]

8) FFA Foster Parent: Enter the number of meetings attended by a FFA foster parent. (Note that this excludes original placement/removal meetings; it is intended to capture participants at meetings involving children already in care.) [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: FFA Foster Parent #]

9) Caregiver Partner: Enter the number of meetings attended by a caregiver’s partner (e.g. a non-related family member’s live-in boyfriend). [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: Caregiver Partner #]

10) Guardian: Enter the number of meetings attended by the children’s formal guardians. [Meeting Attendance Detail Report: Guardian #]

11) Family Member or Other Interested Individual: Enter the number of meetings attended by family members and other interested individuals. Note: This number will contain children who may also be counted in Section III if they were the focus of the meeting. [Meeting Attendance Summary Report: Family Members and Other Interested Individuals #]

12) Neighborhood/community representative: Enter the number of meetings attended by a Neighborhood/community representative. This category is intended to capture persons who may provide support to the family because of their shared community identity. It may include neighbors, community-based service providers who are there because of their neighborhood connection to the family, faith-based community supports, persons with shared ethnic identity, etc. [Meeting Attendance Summary Report: Neighborhood/Community Representatives #]

13) Service provider: Enter the number of meetings attended by a service provider. [Meeting Attendance Summary Report: Service Providers #]

14) DSS staff person:  Enter the number of meetings attended by a DSS staff person. [Meeting Attendance Summary Report: DSS Staff #]

15) Other: Enter the number of meetings attended by ‘Other’. This is intended to capture anyone else who attended meetings but does not fit into the above categories (e.g. CASA, Attorneys). [Meeting Attendance Summary Report: Others #]

Location of Meetings

This information can be found in the Location report. Names of locations may have been changed from these labels, but groupings should remain in report as shown below.

16) County offices: Enter the number of meetings held in county DSS offices, including outstations. [Location Report: County Offices #]

17) Public agency: Enter the number of meetings held in a site that primarily houses public agency staff, such as county mental health offices. [Location Report: Public Agency #]

18) Community site: Enter the number of meetings held in a site that is closer to a family’s home community, and not identified primarily as the public system’s building. [Location Report: Community Site #]

19) Private home: Enter the number of meetings held in a private home, including the home of foster parents, birth parent, or community member. [Location Report: Private Home #]

20) Correctional facility: Enter the number of meetings held in correctional facilities, such as juvenile hall and county jail. [Location Report: Correctional Facility #]

21) Other: Enter the number of meetings held in other locations, which do not fall into the categories described above. [Location Report: Other #]

22) Missing (Location type not recorded): Enter the number of meetings that were held but a location was not recorded. [Location Report: Missing #]

Section III. Events & Recommendations
This section uses the ‘Child Reason for Involvement in TDM Meeting’ to distinguish which column to report. This section also uses the Meeting Child Events, meaning it is reporting at the level of each individual child who was the focus of a meeting.
 

The percentages in section III are based upon the total number of TDM meeting child events, as entered in the cells of row 1. To calculate %, divide by H1 or I1 or J1 or K1 depending on whether you are looking for % of ‘Imminent Risk of Placement’, ‘Emergency Placement’, ‘Placement Move’, or ‘Exit from Placement’.

1) Meeting child events: Enter the number of meeting child events for the time period for each category. Do not use the Overall Participation Summary meeting child events number. [Child Involvement Report: Meeting Child Events #]

2) Involved Child Attended: Enter the number of children who were the focus of meeting and attended their meeting. [Child Involvement Report: Involved Child Attended #]

3) Removed by law enforcement only: For Emergency Placement meetings only, enter the number of children who were removed without a social worker present. [Child Involvement Report: Removal by law enforcement only #]

4) Placement had already disrupted: For Placement Move meetings only, enter the number of children who were already moved from placement that was the reason for the meeting. [Note: this is not currently being tracked. It will be added to TDM CA v3.0]

5) Recommendation based on review/appeal: For TDM CA v2.4 and earlier, this corresponds to the recommendation ‘Unable to Reach Consensus’. It will be changed in TDM CA v3.0 and will become a separate item, independent of recommendation, that captures information about the decision making process. [Child Involvement Report: Unable to reach consensus #]

Recommendations

For Imminent Risk and Emergency Placement meetings:

6) Child remain at/return home (voluntary):  Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation (without court order) was to leave the child in his/her home or return the child to his/her present home setting, with safety plans in place. [Child Involvement Report: Leave child at/return home (voluntary) #]

7) Child remain at/return home (court):  Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation (with court order) was to leave the child in his/her home or return the child to his/her present home setting, with safety plans in place. [Child Involvement Report: Leave child at/return home (court) #]

8) Place/continue child in out-of-home care (voluntary):  Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation (without court order) was that children should be placed or maintained in out-of-home care placement. [Child Involvement Report: Place child/youth in out-of-home care (voluntary) #]

9) Place/continue child in out-of-home care (court):  Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation (with court order) was that children should be placed or maintained in out-of-home care placement. [Child Involvement Report: Place child/youth in out-of-home care (court) #]

For Placement Move and Exit from Placement meetings:

10) Change to less restrictive placement: Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation was that the child should move to a placement that is less restrictive, using the community care licensing scale, e.g., a move from a group home to a foster family home. [Child Involvement Report: Change to less restrictive placement #]

11) Maintain child in present placement: Enter the number of child meeting events in which the team’s recommendation was that the child remain in the same placement they were in before the TDM meeting. [Child Involvement Report: Maintain child in same placement #]

12) Change to same level placement: Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation was that the child change placements but remain in the same type of placement, e.g. moving from one foster family home to a different foster family home. [Child Involvement Report: Change to same level placement #]

13) Change to more restrictive placement: Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation was that the child should move to a higher level of placement, e.g., moving from a foster home to a group home. [Child Involvement Report: Change to more restrictive placement #]

For Exit from Placement Meetings:

14) Reunification:  Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation was to discuss reunification; meetings should be counted here if the team recommends moving forward with reunification, whether through petition or preliminary steps such as overnight visitation. [Child Involvement Report: Reunification #]

15) Adoption: Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation was that the child be released for adoption. [Child Involvement Report: Adoption #]

16) Guardianship: Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation was that the child exit to a guardian. [Child Involvement Report: Guardianship #]

17) Emancipation: Enter the number of meeting child events in which the team’s recommendation was that the child emancipates from foster care. [Child Involvement Report: Emancipation #]

All meeting types:

18) Missing (Recommendation not recorded): Enter the number of meeting child events where there was not a recommendation recorded. [Child Involvement Report: Missing #]

Section IV. Placement Recommendations 

This section uses the ‘Child Reason for Involvement in TDM Meeting’ to distinguish which column to report. This section also uses Meeting Child Events, meaning it is reporting at the level of each individual child who was the focus of a meeting. 

The percentages in section IV are based upon the total number of TDM meeting child events for each type of meeting as entered in the cells of row 1. To calculate %, divide by L1 or N1 or P1 or R1 depending on whether you are looking for % of ‘Imminent Risk of Placement’, ‘Emergency Placement’, ‘Placement Move’, or ‘Exit from Placement’.

Note: The column headings in this section are not sequential to allow for the columns regarding whether recommendations were achieved. These columns are included in the TDM Detail Report, which will be completed semi-annually by UCB. 

1) Recommendations: Enter the number of recommendations within the time frame for each category. Do not use the Total Number of Recommendation, as this is a total for all meeting types. [Recommendation report: Number of recommendations #]

2) Maintain/Return Child Own Home: Enter the number of recommendations to Maintain/Return Child Own Home. This refers to the number of children for whom out-of-home placement was not recommended. NOTE: TDM CA calculates this as the number of meeting child events for which no out-of-home placement recommendation was recorded. Therefore, if out-of-home placements are recommended but no specific out-of-home placement recommendations are entered (at the bottom of the 'Add Child Information' form) this category will be inflated as a result of the missing values. [Recommendation Report: Maintain/return child own home #]

3) Out-of-Home Placement Total: Enter the number of recommendations for Out-of-Home Placement. This category includes all recommendations made that include a placement away from home, including those in which the specific out-of-home placement recommendation was indicated as “Missing (Recommendation not recorded)”. [Recommendation Report: Out-of-home placement rec’s #]

Note: The following categories are based on categories in CWS/CMS. See your county’s Facilitator Data Entry guide and contact UCB if these descriptions do not match.

4) Small Family Home: Enter the number of recommendations for Small Family Home. This category refers to special medical homes, not including group homes. [Recommendation Report: Small Family Home #]

5) Foster Family Home: Enter the number of recommendations for Foster Family Home. This refers to a county licensed home (excludes FFA homes). [Recommendation Report: Foster Family Home #]

6) Group Home: Enter the number of recommendations for Group Home. This refers to any group home, excluding the county shelter/receiving home. [Recommendation Report: Group Home #]

7) County Shelter/Receiving Home (Non EA/AFDC): Enter the number of recommendations for County/Shelter/Receiving Home. This category refers to the place where children are received while awaiting placement (if applicable). [Recommendation Report: County Shelter/Receiving Home #]

8) Court Specified Home: Enter the number of recommendations for Court Specified Home. This category refers to placements that were by specific court order. [Recommendation Report: Court Specified Home #]

9) Medical Facility: Enter the number of recommendations for Medical Facility. This refers to a hospital or other medical facility where the child is to be placed. [Recommendation Report: Medical Facility #]

10) Relative Home: Enter the number of recommendations for Relative Home. This category refers to recommendations to place with a specific relative, regardless of custody plan. [Recommendation Report: Relative Home #]

11) Relative Home: NRFM (Non relative family member): Enter number of recommendations for Relative Home: NRFM. This category refers to recommendations to place with a non-related extended family member, regardless of custody plan. [Recommendation Report: Relative Home: NRFM #]

12) Tribe Specified Home: Enter number of recommendations for Tribe Specified Home. This category refers to an ICWA child who has had a placement home specified by the involved tribe. [Recommendation Report: Tribe Specified Home #]

13) Foster Family Agency Certified Home: Enter number of recommendations for Foster Family Agency Certified Home. This category refers to homes that are part of a Foster Family agency. [Recommendation Report: Foster Family Agency Certified Home #]

14) Guardian Home: Enter number of recommendations for Guardian Home. This category refers to a recommendation to place the child in the home of a legal guardian. [Recommendation Report: Guardian Home #]

15) Missing (Recommendation not recorded): Enter number of recommendations that were missing. This category should capture if there were any meetings where there were no recommendations recorded at the meeting as to type of placement. [Recommendation Report: Missing #]

Appendix: Notes re: Implementation Indices

Why are these Implementation Indices approximate? At present, using the CWS/CMS reports website at UCB, there is no easy way to determine the number of possible meeting-child events (the denominator)
. While we can estimate the number of possible meeting-child events that did occur; we cannot easily estimate the number of possible meeting-child events that were prevented by TDM meetings or other intervening factors. For example, while we are able to estimate the number of children who entered care during a specified time period, we are not able to determine the number of times children were at risk of entering care, but did not do so. Similarly, we can determine the number of placement changes, but not the number of times children were at risk of changing placements. In addition, we can estimate the number of actual exits from care, but are not able to estimate the number of exits that were considered.

For example, to calculate an exact Implementation Index for Placement Moves, we would modify the formula on page 1, as follows:

(a) Actual TDM placement-move-related meeting-child events

X 100 = (d) Exact Implementation Index for Placement Moves (%)
(b) Actual child placement moves + (c) Prevented child placement moves

We can determine (a) the actual number of TDM placement-move-related meeting-child events (from the TDM database). We can also determine (b) the actual number of child-placement moves (from CWS/CMS reports). However, we cannot determine (c) the number of prevented child placement moves. Therefore, we cannot arrive at (d) an exact calculation of the Implementation Index for Placement Moves.

What do the percentages in Row I.3. represent? Given these limitations, Section I provides a ballpark estimate, which will allow you to roughly track TDM implementation progress in your county. The percent values in Row I.3. are not a meaningful representation of the extent to which TDM has been implemented in your county because of our inability to arrive at a definitive denominator; however, comparing theses index values over time will give an approximate guide to implementation progress. Therefore, while it would it would be inaccurate to say “we have 55% implementation of Entry meetings”, it would be reasonable to conclude that a change from 55% to 62% for Entry meetings, from one quarter to the next, suggests implementation progress. This indexing method, although approximate, adjusts for changes in child welfare activity (e.g., by taking into account increases in overall placement moves) and is thus preferable to simply tracking the number of meetings from quarter to quarter.










� UCB offers the TDM CA database to counties and supports use of the database in its standard form. We also encourage counties to modify the database to accommodate particular county terminology, practices, or research concerns. However, county customization is only encouraged to the extent that counties have the necessary in-house expertise to support the modifications. UCB does not have the resources to modify the database for each of the 22 California counties participating in Family to Family. UCB is not able to provide systematic instructions for county-specific modifications.


� The level of analysis is the meeting-child event. This is a count of the number of children who were the focus of TDM meetings during the time period in question. Duplication of meetings is allowed; for example, if two children are the focus of a single TDM meeting, it counts as two. Duplicate children are also allowed: if the same child is the focus of two different meetings, it would also count as two.  


� In Section I, ‘Imminent Risk’ and ‘Emergency Placement’ meetings are grouped together under the ‘Entered Placement’ category (column A).


� In some cases, a county’s first report covers a time period other than a quarter. If so, the annual estimate derived from the CWS/CMS reports website should be adjusted accordingly (e.g., divided by two for six months of data).

� This document uses California as an example. In all cases, the same options are available for individual counties.


� This means there may be two children who were the focus of one meeting, which would count as 2 or two children who were at two separate meetings (also count as 2). If there were two children, one of whom was the focus of both meetings, and one was the focus of only one meeting, this would count as 3.





� Individual counties may develop methods for determining the number of possible meeting-child events in one or more of the categories. This would be extremely interesting and valuable.
