Re: Database Upgrade and Quarterly Reporting Reminder
Dear Family To Family Participants:

We are writing to remind you that the Quarter 3 2005 TDM Report and Data Export submission is due Monday, October 17, 2005.  These submissions should contain data collected on TDM efforts made in your county between July 1, 2005 – September 30, 2005.

To assist you with the Quarter 3 Report, we want to let you know about a new upgrade available for  the TDM CA database (Access 2000/XP version
).  The upgrader installs a new reporting feature, the Quarterly Reporting Tool.  This tool allows the user to create and populate the TDM Quarterly Report in a few simple steps.  This will replace the need to run individual reports from the database and copy the information to the Quarterly Report word document.  While we hope this new tool will save time preparing the Quarterly Report, we urge you to continue to review the report with the Self Evaluation and TDM teams for both data errors and positive practice changes.

The TDM Upgrader tool can be found on the TDM support web page at http://cssr.berkeley.edu/tdm/.  In addition there are new items as well as some updated documents, which are now available to you on our website:

· TDM CA Database v.2.6 (for those not yet using the TDM CA Database)

· TDM CA Upgrader v2.6  (for those already using the TDM CA Database)

· TDM CA Upgrader Guide—instructions for upgrading TDM CA Database

· TDM CA Quarterly Reporting Instructions for v.2.6—updated with instructions for using new Quarterly Reporting Tool to complete the Quarterly Report.

· User Guide—updated to incorporate new Quarterly Reporting Tool

· TDM Meeting Form 2.6—name updated to v.2.6, no content changes since v.2.2.

· TDM Child Form 2.6— name updated to v.2.6, no content changes since v.2.2.

We hope these updates and additional tools will assist you with TDM Self-Evaluation in your county.  If possible, please install this upgrader and use it to complete reports for Q3 2005 (due 10/17/05).  We think you will find the small effort to upgrade will be worth the value added by this new tool.  However, if time or resources do not allow you to install for Q3 2005, you can prepare you quarterly report using v.2.5 of the database.  We expect all Q4 05 reports (due 01/16/05) to be produced using v.2.6 of the database.
