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TDM CA Data Export Zip File/CD Documentation

This documentation covers the Zip file/CD with your county’s data. The Zip file/CD contains an Excel file or document with the following worksheets: 

1) TDM_IDs_Not_Matched_CWS

2) Implementation_Numbers

3) PlcMvs_Recommendations

5) TDM_with_UCB_FC_Records 

1) TDM_IDs_Not_Matched_CWS contains the records from the TDM CA database whose ID numbers were not located in CWS/CMS. The ID numbers given to UCB in the long form (19 digit numeric) were converted to short form (10 digit alpha-numeric).

2) Implementation_Numbers contains the summary numbers created by UCB to provide a rough measure of implementation, including the methods used. 

3) PlcMvs_Recommendations contains the analysis of recommendations given in TDM meetings in relation to events found in UCB_FC
. TDM Meet/Child events were excluded from this analysis if they had invalid/not found ID numbers or they were missing the child’s ‘Reason for Involvement’ (RsnInvlv). 
4) Export_Parameters contains the information from the TDM CA data export. This table is included to show who created the export and when.

5) TDM_with_UCB_FC_Records contains the records for all TDM children during the timeframe who had valid ID numbers. The TDM data were then joined with the placement histories for each child from the UCB_FC table. 

The contents of each worksheet are documented at the variable level on the following pages. In addition, a description of the methods used in the Implementation Numbers and Placement Moves Recommendations are included in this document. Worksheet:  1) TDM_IDs_Not_Matched_CWS

This worksheet contains the records from the TDM CA database whose ID numbers were not located in CWS/CMS. The ID numbers given to UCB in the long form (19 digit numeric) were converted to short form (10 digit alpha-numeric). We attempted to match ID numbers via the following method:

1) Match client ID number from TDM CA to CWS/CMS data via the Child Client table. The Child Client table contains records for each child who has had contact with the system, regardless of whether a placement case was opened.

2) If no match was found via the client ID, then the case ID number was used. The case number from TDM CA was compared to the Case table in CWS/CMS. If a match was found, the correct client ID number for the child was then used.

3) If no match was found via the client ID and the case ID, then a match was attempted using the case ID as the client ID (This is to catch possible data entry error). 

4) If no match was found using the above, then the ID numbers were returned to the county on this table. 

The following columns are the focus of this worksheet (scroll to the right if these columns are not immediately visible on this sheet). See the next page for more details on other variables in this section.

Methods for Implementation Numbers

1. For each county, child welfare “qualifying events” in UCB_FC were identified as follows:

a. Entry:
Placement episode start date (i.e., first entry or re-entry)

b. Move:
Out of home placement start date that was not the first out of home placement in a placement episode.  Excluded if preceding placement change reason was:

c. Exits:
Placement episode end date.  

2. Qualifying events were matched against records in TDM dataset to determine if there was an associated TDM meeting child event as follows:

a. Entry:


i. Emergency Placement: TDM event was immediately preceded by a Child Welfare entry event, meaning TDM meeting was within 7 days of entry and there was not another entry or TDM meeting in between. 

ii. Imminent Risk: Child welfare event was immediately preceded by a TDM entry meeting. Excludes Child Welfare events counted under Emergency Placement and matched with Emergency Placement meeting. NOTE: Child welfare event is restricted to applicable time frame (e.g., placement episode start date within quarter)

b. Move: Child welfare event was immediately preceded by TDM placement move meeting meaning no intervening moves or meetings. NOTE: Child welfare event is restricted to applicable time frame (e.g., out-of-home start date within quarter).

c. Exits: Child welfare event was immediately preceded by TDM exit meeting (i.e., no intervening moves or meetings).  NOTE: Child welfare event is restricted to applicable time frame (e.g., placement episode end date within quarter).

3. Unmatched events may correspond to:

a. Meetings related to events under consideration that did not occur (e.g., for entry, decision was to leave child at home)

b. Child welfare events that occurred outside the time frame under consideration

c. Failed linkage due to TDM data entry error

We plan to conduct further analyses to determine to what extent each of these possible reasons contribute to unmatched events and determine others as well. We welcome comments and questions regarding these methods. Worksheet:  3) Placement Moves Recommendations Achieved

This worksheet contains the analysis of recommendations given in TDM meetings in relation to events found in UCB_FC. TDM Meet/Child events were excluded from this analysis if the ID numbers were  invalid or not found or they were missing the child’s ‘Reason for Involvement’ (RsnInvlv). Methods for Placement Move Recommendations Achieved

1. Records were selected from TDM dataset where child’s reason for involvement in the meeting was Placement Move.

2. These records were linked to UCB_FC dataset using CWS/CMS child client number.

3. The variable cutoff* was created as the date of a subsequent meeting (for the same child) or end of quarter, whichever was earlier.

4. Records were grouped into TDM Recommendation: 

a. Recommendation = 1 (Change to less restrictive placement)

b. Recommendation = 2 (Maintain child in present  placement)

c. Recommendation = 3 (Change to same level placement)

d. Recommendation = 4 (Change to more restrictive placement)

e. Recommendation = 7 (N/A-Unable to reach consensus)

f. Recommendation = 9 (Missing)

5. Each child’s placement record was analyzed to determine whether there was a related move( during the timeframe. 

a. Related move =1 (Yes) indicates that the out of home placement in which the meeting occurred was followed by another out of home placement that: (i) had a start date before the next meeting or end of quarter, whichever was earlier; and (ii) was part of the same placement episode. 

b. Related move = 0 (No) indicates that there was not a new out of home placement within the same placement episode during the timeframe.

c. Related move = 7 (N/A) indicates that the meeting date did not fall within an out of home placement. Such situations are assumed to represent either TDM misclassification, data entry error, or CWS/CMS data error.

6. The record was then analyzed to determine whether there was an actual move* by comparing the placement type at time of meeting to subsequent placement type. The placement types were grouped in order of least restrictive to most restrictive as follows (Home, Kin, Foster, Group).

a. Actual move = 1 (Change to less restrictive) indicates that the second out of home placement was less restrictive than the first out of home placement.

b. Actual move  = 2 (Maintain child in present placement) indicates that there was no subsequent placement.

c. Actual move = 3 (Change to same level placement) indicates a that the second out of home placement was the same type as the first out of home placement.

d. Actual move = 4 (Change to more restrictive placement) indicates that the second out of home placement was more restrictive than the first out of home placement.

e. Actual move = 7 (N/A) indicates that there was no out of home placement at time of meeting.

f. Actual move = 9 (Missing) indicates that the placement type at time of meeting was missing.

7. Determine whether recommendation was achieved:* 

a. Recommendation Achieved = 1 (Yes) if Recommendation = Actual Move.

b. Recommendation Achieved = 2 (No) if Recommendation ≠ Actual Move.

c. Recommendation Achieved = 7 (N/A) if Recommendation or Actual Move is N/A.

d. Recommendation Achieved = 9 (Missing) if Recommendation or Actual Move is Missing. 

8. Time to Achievement* is calculated for those records with a Recommendation for a child to move (Recommendations 1, 3, 4) and with a Recommendation Achieved= 1. 

a. Time to Achievement = [Start date of related move (if present) or cut off] - meeting date. 

b. Values for Time to Achievement are in shown in weeks.

9. Time to Move* is calculated for those records with a Recommendation to Maintain in Present Placement (Recommendation 2), but there was a related move within the timeframe therefore recommendation was not achieved.

a. Time to Move =  [Start date of related move] - meeting date.

b. Values for Time to Move are shown in weeks

The table links a child a given meeting with the entire available placement history for that child. Therefore, there may be multiple rows per child. The records are sorted by FKCLEINT_T and Meeting Date. 

This table may be useful for creating summary analysis of characteristics of children with TDMs (e.g., ethnicity, average number of placements, length of stay, etc.)
